The menace of plastic in the state truly came to the fore when thin plastic bags choked
the drains and caused water logging during the 2005 floods in Mumbai. In the aftermath of
the incident, the government proposed a complete ban on plastics but later decided to ban
only bags of thickness less than 50 microns. Plastic degrades slowly which means it remains
in the environment for a long time and is known to release toxic substances.

Anaemia is a major public health problem that affects women and children throughout
their life. In young boys and girls, anaemia limits their growth, development, reduces their
concentration, affects their learning capabilities and makes them susceptible towards
infection, thereby increasing school drop-out rates, reducing their physical fitness and work
productivity.

In girls, anaemia leads to early delivery in future, birth of low birth-weight babies,
higher infant mortality rates and higher maternal mortality rates.

Anaemia is a preventable disorder. Adding rich food items to the diet and taking iron-
folic acid tablet regularly go a long way in maintaining natural haemoglobin levels and
reducing prevalence of anaemia.
