It is in the nature of a
command or prohibition from performing certain
acts that are specified in the orders of the court.

(b) Mandamus: It protects the petitioner who
requires legal help to get his work done by
respective public authorities.
(c) Prohibition: It prohibits a subordinate court
from acting beyond its jurisdiction.
(d) Certiorari: It quashes an order issued by a
subordinate court by overstepping its
Jurisdiction.

i) Suez Canal Crisis (1956)
«»In Egypt, in a coup in 1952, Colonel Nasser
became its President.
+*In 1956 he nationalized the Suez Canal, which
undermined British interests.
+*With the failure of diplomacy, Britain and
France decided to use force.
+»*Israel saw this as an opportunity to open the
Gulf of Agaba to Isracli shipping and put a
stop to Egyptian border raids.
+*On 29 October Isracli forces invaded Egypt.
Britain used this opportunity to demand that
its troops be allowed to occupy the canal
zone to protect the canal.

% However, under pressure of world opinion,
Britain and France ended hostilities on 6
November. India represented by Nehru
played a crucial role in resolving the crisis.
