DEVELOPMENTS

End of Congress System

The election in 1989 marked as the end of what is called the ‘Congress System’.
That means Congress lost its centrality with 1989 elections. Defeat of the Congress in
1989 led to the era of Multy-Party system. It led to the coalition government also when

regional parties played a crucial role in forming ruling alliance.

Mandal Issue

The Janatha government appointed second backward commission under the
chairmanship of BP Mandal. In 1990 BP Singh Govt. decided to implement the
recommendations of the Mandal Commission. The commission recommended

1. ldentified the backwardness among various sections of society.
2. Reservation 27% seats in educational institution and government jobs for backward

classes.
3. It recommended land reforms to improve the condition of OBC
4. Commission made recommendation in economic and occupational structures.

Violent anti Mandal protests broke out in different parts of the country.

New Economic Policy

Prime Minister P.V Narasimha Rao in 1991 started new economic reforms to change
the direction of Indian economic policy. (Liberalization, Privatization & Globalization).

1. India’'s New Economic Policy was launched by the then Finance Minister Dr.

Manmohan Singh.
2. It radically changed the direction that Indian Economy had pursued since

independence towards liberalized and open economy.

Demolition of Babri Masjid

The disputed structures at Ayodhya — the Babri Masjid was demolished in December
1992. The demolition marked many changes in Indian politics.

After demolition,
1. The BJP state Government was dismissed.
2. Other states where the BJP was in power were also put under President’s rule.
3. A case against Chief Minister of UP was registered in Supreme Court.
Debate over secularism,
1. Most of the political parties condemned the demolition and declared it to be
against secularism
2. A debate took place about using religious sentiments for electoral purposes.

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The process of partition faced different kinds of difficulties

Areas were supposed to be distributed on the basis of religious majority.
No Belt of Muslim majority was found anywhere in British India. It
created communal riots.

Not all Muslim majority areas wanted to be in Pakistan. It was opposed
in North We astern Frontier Provinces.
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Punjab & Bengal, two Muslim majority provinces had
non-Muslim belt where the Hindus formed the majority.

The Unsolved problems of the minorities on
both sides of the boarder. Lakhs of Hindus, Muslims and Sikhs were
forced to leave the Country

Bangladesh War led to Financial Crisis

Qil price sky rocketed

Industrial grown declined

Economic Context :
Unemployment increased

Price rise of essential goods

Everywhere in the country there was discomfort and
dissatisfaction.

Emergence of Indira Gandhi as towering leader

Power politics become personalized
Political Context

Governmental authority was converted into personalization

Bitter party competition

Bihar Protests — Jayaprakash Narayan led the movement- He
Called for Total Revolution —Bihar movement assumed a political
Character and national appeal - Bandh, gheraos, strikes were
organized in protest

Political Protests
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Gujrat Protests — Morarji Desai declared that he would go on
indefinite fast if fresh election were not held — Under pressure
fresh election were held in Gujarat, Congress was thoroughly
defeated.

Reason: Protested against rising prices, inflation, food shortage,
Unemployment and Corruption in high places

Railway Strike

The railway strike of 1974 was called by National Coordination
Committee led by George Fernandez for pressing their demand
related to bonus and service conditions, adding to the
atmosphere of labour unrest in the country

Conflict with the Judiciary

The conflicts with the judiciary led to a crisis which culminated in
the Kesavantha Bharati case — The Supreme Court made clear
statement about the Basic structure of the constitution — Soon
after the verdict in the Kesavanantha Bharati case there came a
vacancy in the post of Chief Justice of India — AN Ray was
appointed as Chief Justice of India overlooking the seniority of
three Judges.

Verdict of the Allahabad

The Allahabad High court declared Indira Gandhi’s election to
Lok sabha invalid. She was barred from contesting elections for

High Court ,

six years.

JP called for a nationwide sathyagraha for Indira Gandhi’s
JP’s Rally resignation — He appealed to the people not to obay illegal nad

immoral orders. He arranged a massive demonstration at Delhi
Ramlila on 25 June 1975

Declaration of the Emergency

On the recommendation of the Prime minister, the President Fakruddin Ali Ahamed

imposed emergency under 352 article of the Constitution on 25 th June 1975

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DISINTEGRATION OF SOVIET UNION - CAUSES

Economic Reasons
(Economic Stagnancy)

The Economy remained standstill for many years —
Stagnant Economy

Shortage of Consumer goods

The USSR used the lion’s share of its budget to build and
maintain military and nuclear arsenal

USSR concentrated on the development of the Satellite
countries in Eastern Europe

This led to a huge economic burden on the people

Political & Administrative
Causes

Stagnant political Administration

Rampant Corruption

Centralized administration
Little Accountability to the people
Ordinary people exempted from privileges

Absence of democracy — Ordinary people were abstained
from political participation

Communist party and Govt. not accountable to the people

Political and Economic institution were failed to meet the
aspirations of the people.

Reforms of Gorbachev

Glasnost (Openness)
To democratize the Soviet System

Perestroika (Restructuring)
Economic reforms to keep the USSR abreast of the
information and technological revolution.

Renunciation of Brezhnev's Doctrine (Armed
intervention where socialism was threatened) and the
pursuit of arms control agreements

Society divided into two sections towards Gorbachev’s
reforms
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a. Some sections of soviet society felt that
Gorbachev should have much faster and were
disappointed and impatient with him.

b. The members of the Communist party felt that their
power and privileges were eroding and Gorbachev
was moving too quickly.

In this tug of war, Gorbachev lost support on all sides and

divided public opinion.

Emergence of

The rise of nationalism and desire for sovereignty in the
different republics of the Soviet Union also the reason for
the disintegration (Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Ukraine &
Georgia)

Nationalism

People became more knowledgeable about the economic
advancement of the Western countries.

Emergence of Solidarity
-Polish Trade Union-

Polish workers organized Solidarity, an independent
trade union of nearly 10 million members. Solidarity,
which had strong support from the powerful Polish
Catholic Church.

REFORMS OF GORBACHEV J
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
