* These feelings may be joy, lightness of heart, or amusement. When we laugh, we

spontaneously express certain feelings that are brought on by seeing, remembering,
imagining or thinking of something. Now, that ‘something’ has to provoke laughter in
us. Why does it create a reaction in us? This is really a question for psychologists to
answer. They have come with many theories but no one seems to have the complete
answer yet.
