The hornbill is also found in the
forests of Nelliampathi, Athirappilly-Vazhachal and Chenthuruni in
Kerala.Unlike other birds, hornbills have only one mate for the rest of their
lives- The male’s job is to roam in search of food for the babies and the
mother. The nests are in a tree of at least 50 feet high. The hornbill is also
