Strength of Indian Democracy

As the normal democratic functioning resumed within a short span of time. One important lesson
of Emergency is that it is extremely difficult to do away with democracy in India

Second, it brought out some ambiguities regarding the emergency provision in the Constitution
which have been rectified since. Eg. The emergency can now be proclaimed only on the ground
of armed rebellion. It is necessary that the advice to the president to proclaim emergency must
be given in writing by the Council of Ministers.

During emergency, the Judiciary could not protect the civil liberties of the people. Hence every
one now has come to know about the value of civil liberties.

The Emergency has also shown that there should be a balance between the functioning of a
democratic government and political protests by parties and groups.

It is also proved that the Police and bureaucracy are vulnerable to political pressure which
should be avoided.

Weakness of Indian Democrary

Effects on Civil liberties for citizen. The government made excessive use of preventive
detention. The government made large scale arrests during the emergency. Civil liberties for
the citizen were curtailed

Impact on relationship between executive and judiciary. The emergency shows that the
executive and the judiciary were cordial. This also shows that the judiciary was a committed
judiciary.

Functions of Mass Media. The emergency adversely affected the functioning of mass media.

Freedom of press was suspended. Press censorship was introduced. Many journalist were
arrested for writing against emergency

Assassination of Rajive Gandhi

Congress leadership changed with the assassination of Rajive Gandhi in 1991. The
change in leadership of the Congress marked various change in Indian politics.

PARTITION OF INDIA
Partition of India was the outcome of the “Two Nation Theory”. The Two nation theory
demended to create a separate country for Mulsims. Pakistan will comprise two territories, .e

West and East Pakistan. The Partition was realized as per the Mount Batten Plan. The Partition
of India in 1947 was most abrupt and unplanned which created and spread communal riots.

The process of partition faced different kinds of difficulties

Areas were supposed to be distributed on the basis of religious majority. No Belt of
Muslim majority was found anywhere in British India. There were two areas of Muslim
concentration. One was in the east and one was in the west. Joining the two was impossible. It
created communal riots too.

Not all Muslim majority areas wanted to be in Pakistan. It was opposed in North !
Western Frontier Provinces. Khan Abdul Gaffar Khan of North Western Frontier Provinces
staunchly opposed the partition of India.

Punjab & Bengal, two Muslim majority provinces had non-Muslim belt where the
Hindus formed the majority. So it was decided to divide these two provinces according to
religious majority at different levels.

The Unsolved problems of the minorities on both sides of the boarder. Lakhs of
Hindus and Sikhs found themselves trapped in Pakistan. Lakhs of Hindus, Muslims and Sikhs
were forced to leave the Country. The minorities on both sides were attacked.
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CONSEQUENCES OF PARTITION ’

e Tragic transfer of population in the history

e Peoples forced to leave the country and became refugees. Leaving behind all their
savings.

e Lahore, Amritsar, Calcutta became Communal Zones. The Muslims would keep away
from areas where Hindus and Sikhs lived.

e The agony and misery of the people fleeing across the border. The journey across the
border was painful.

e Around 80 Lakhs of people were migrated. 10 Lakhs of people were ruthlessly killed.
e Those who got across the border realized that on the new land they had no houses of

their own.

THE ASSAM MOVEMENT — A MOVEMENT AGAINST OUTSIDERS

1. Assam movement was against outsiders to maintain cultural integration of Assam
2. There was wide spread poverty and unemployment in Assam, despite existence of natural

resources like tea, coal and oll
3. It was felt that resources were drained out of state without any benefit to the people

AASU - All Assam Students Union
AASU led the movement in Assam against outsiders in 1979
ASSAM ACCORD

Assam Accord was signed between Rajive Gandhi and AASU leaders over the issue of
‘Outsiders’
1. The foreigners who migrated into Assam during and after Bangladesh war and since were to

be identified and deported.
2. The Asom Gana Parishad came to power in 1985 with the promise of resolving the foreign

national problem as well as to build a ‘Golden Assam’

DEMAND FOR AUTONOMY

Non Assamese protested against the imposition of Assamese language on them.
Assam communities like Bodos, Karbis and Dimosas demanded separate state
They mobilized public opinion and popular movement.

Karbis and Dimosas were granded autonomy under district councils and while
Bodos were granted autonomous council.

MOVEMENT FOR SECESSION
MIZORAM

. After Independence, the Mizo hills was made an autonomous district within Assam

Mizos believed that they were never a part of British India and not belong to Indian
Union

The movement of succession gained popular support after Assam Govt. failed to
respond adequately to great famine of 1959 in Mizo Hills.

It led to the formation of Mizo National Front (MNF) under the Leadership of
Laldenga.

In 1966, the MNF started an armed campaign for independence.

The MNF fought guerilla ear, got support from Pakistan Govt. and secured shelter
in Pakistan

After two decades of insurgency Laldenga started negotiation with Indian Govt.

ACCORD - RAJIV GANDHI & LALDENGA

1.

In 1989 a peace accord was signed between Rajiv Gandhi and Laldenga.

2. The accord between Rajiv Gandhi and Laldenga of 1986 granted full-fledged
statehood with special powers to Mizoram. MNF (Mizo National Front) agreed to
give up secessionists struggle.

NAGALAND

1. A group of Nagas under the leadership of Angami Zaphu Phiso declared
independence from India

2. The Naga National Council launched armed struggle for Naga Sovereignty.

3. The central Govt. succeeded in signing an agreement with the Nagas.

4. Even today Nagaland problem remains unsettled.
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
