BANGLADESH WAR - 1971

e In 1970 election, Pakistan faced its biggest crisis in the way for a spit verdict. Sulfikar ali
Butto’s party emerged as the winner in the West Pakistan while Awamy league led by Sheik
Mujeeb Rahman swept through East Pakistan.

e The Bengali population of East Pakistan had voted to protest against the discriminatory
attitudes of the West Pakistan. The Pakistani Leaders did not accept the people’s verdict.

e In 1971 Pak army arrested Mujeeb Rahman and unleashed a terror on East Pakistan.

e This started people’s stuggle to liberate Bangladesh form Pakistan. A Free Bangladesh

e India had to bear 80 lakh of refugees who fled from East Pakistan to take shelter. Hence
India extended moral and material support to the freedom sruggle.

o Afull scale war between India and Pakistan broke out.

e The USA and China rushed to help Pakistan.To Counter this move India signed a 20 years
Treaty of Friendship with the USSR.

e In 1971 a full scale war broke out between India and Pakistan.

e Within ten days Indian army surrounded Dhaka on three sides and Pakistan had to surrender
with Bangladesh as a free country.

e India declared a unilateral ceasefire and Shimla agreement was signed by Indira Gandhi and
Zulfikar Ali Bhuto in 1972

e Most of the people in India saw this moment as a glory of India and a clear sign of India’s
growing military power.

PARTITION OF INDIA
Partition of India was the outcome of the “Two Nation Theory”. The Two nation theory

demended to create a separate country for Mulsims. Pakistan will comprise two territories, I.e
West and East Pakistan. The Partition was realized as per the Mount Batten Plan. The Partition
of India in 1947 was most abrupt and unplanned which created and spread communal riots.
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The process of partition faced different kinds of difficulties

Areas were supposed to be distributed on the basis of religious majority. No Belt of
Muslim majority was found anywhere in British India. There were two areas of Muslim
concentration. One was in the east and one was in the west. Joining the two was impossible.
|t created communal riots too.

Not all Muslim majority areas wanted to be in Pakistan. It was opposed in North
Western Frontier Provinces. Khan Abdul Gaffar Khan of North Western Frontier Provinces
staunchly opposed the partition of India.

Punjab & Bengal, two Muslim majority provinces had non-Muslim belt where the
Hindus formed the majority. So it was decided to divide these two provinces according to
religious majority at different levels.

The Unsolved problems of the minorities on both sides of the boarder. Lakhs of
Hindus and Sikhs found themselves trapped in Pakistan. Lakhs of Hindus, Muslims and Sikhs
were forced to leave the Country. The minorities on both sides were attacked.

[ CONSEQUENCES OF PARTITION ]

e Tragic transfer of population in the history. Around 80 Lakhs of people were migrated.

e People went through social sufferings and forced to leave the country and became
refugees. Leaving behind all their savings.

e Lahore, Amritsar, Calcutta became Communal Zones. The Muslims would keep away from
areas where Hindus and Sikhs lived.

e The agony and misery of the people fleeing across the border. The journey across the
border was painful. Thousands of women were abducted on both sides of the boarder.

e Communal riots took place.10 Lakhs of people were ruthlessly killed.

e Those who got across the border realized that on the new land they had no houses of their
own.

e The partition did not only divide property, assets and liabilities but also the government
employees and railways. Indian economy bacame an Amputated Economy.

The Congress Party which was restored after 1971 was entirely different form the old
party. Normally the term emergency is associated with war, aggression or national disaster. But
emergency declared in India was entirely different from all of them.

On the recommendation of the Prime minister, the President Fakruddin Ali Ahamed
imposed emergency under 352 article of the Constitution on 25 th June 1975

Guijrat Protests — Morarji Desai declared that he would go on indefinite
fast if fresh election were not held — Under pressure fresh election were
held in Gujarat, Congress was thoroughly defeated.

Reason: Protested against rising prices, inflation, food shortage,
Unemployment and Corruption in high places

Railway Strike

The railway strike of 1974 was called by National Coordination
Committee led by George Fernandez for pressing their demand related
to bonus and service conditions, adding to the atmosphere of labour
unrest in the country

Conflict with the Judiciary

The conflicts with the judiciary led to a crisis which culminated in the
Kesavantha Bharati case — The Supreme Court made clear statement
about the Basic structure of the constitution — Soon after the verdict in
the Kesavanantha Bharati case there came a vacancy in the post of
Chief Justice of India — AN Ray was appointed as Chief Justice of India
overlooking the seniority of three Judges.

Controversy on the Appoimtment of AN Ray
It became political controversial because in this appointment
the government set aside the seniority of the Judges who had
given ruling against the stand of government.

Verdict of the Allahabad

The Allahabad High court declared Indira Gandhi’s election to Lok

High Court sabha invalid. She was barred from contesting elections for six years.
JP called for a nationwide sathyagraha for Indira Gandhi’s resignation —
JP’s Rally He appealed to the people not to obay illegal nad immoral orders. He

arranged a massive demonstration at Delhi Ramlila on 25 June 1975
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CONSEQUECES OF THE EMERGENCY

o Wide spread arrest took place all over India
o Strikes were banned
e Emergency brought Protests and agitation to a standstill
e Fundamental rights were suspended even move to the court for restoration of fundamental
rights.

Constitutional Amendments
e The Parliament passed 42" amendment of the Constitution
e Amendment declaring that election of Prime Minister, President and Vice President could
not be challenged in the court.
e Duration of the legislatures can be postponed by one year during an emergency.
Functioning of Mass Media
e Freedom of press were suspended — Censorship imposed
e RSS & Jamait e Islami were banned
e Kannada writer Shivarama Karanth awarded with Padma Bhushan and Hindi writer
Fanishwarnath Renu with Padmashri returned their awards in protest against emergency.
e Newspapers Indian Express and the Statesman pretested against censorship by leaving
blank space where news items were censored.
Findings of Shah Commission
e Hundreds of people were compelled for sterilization
e Slum at Turkman Gate demolished forcefully
e One Lakh eleven thousand people were attested
e Press censorship took place without any proper legal sanctions

From the very beginning of independence time to time China has claimed its administrative control

over Tibet.

In 1950 China had annexed and took over control of Tibet.Tibet thereby removing a historical
buffer. Large sections of Tibetan population opposed this take over.

India opposed the suppression of Tibetan Culture by the China.

In 1958 there was an armed uprising in Tibet against Chinese occupation. India supported Tibetan
which was bitterly objected by China. In 1959 Dalai Lama sought asylum in India. India granted
asylum.

China protested and declared that India was engaging in anti-Chinese activities

Border Dispute
The boundary dispute between China and India had aroused Indian feeling.
