Peter the Great 

During the reign of Peter the Great Russia underwent 
drastic transformations and reforms aimed at keeping pace 
with the advanced European states. The first Russian 
newspaper Vedornosti came out in 1702. Peter the Great 
created a well-trained regular army on modern lines.After 
getting possession of the Baltic territorries, Russia began 
to build Its navy from scratch. 

Metal-making, arms manufacturing, textile and 
leather-making factories, and ship-building yards appeared 
here and there. New fortresses were built and the cities were 
growing. Saint Petersburg, which became one of the world's 
great cities, was founded in 1703 on the shores of the Gulf 
of Finland in the delta of the Neva river. In 1712 it was made 
the capital of the Russian state. Many thousands of carpenters, 
stonemasons, and various craftsmen were summoned from 
all over the country to build Saint Petersburg, which was 
designed by the best architects of Europe.
